prayer. You want to be in a comfortable position and you want to be

you might find an easel (or one of those hinged wooden stands used to
display plates) to hold the image on a table. Praying before an icon or a
sacred image is a matter of looking deeply. Think of how deeply you
look at the face of someone you love. You never tire of that face and you
notice every detail: the way light and shadow fall across the nose and
cheek, how the brow moves, the subtle changes of expression. Look at
the sacred image this way, too. Such intense looking will center you in
prayer, in the presence of the holy person depicted. You may want to
light candles or incense before the sacred image, too.
